Conditions of Disbursement

· The Fund is available for immediate distribution of approximately $3000 per year.

· Individual applicants will be granted a maximum of $1000 each.

· Grants may be increased or decreased, depending on the nature of the project or the yearly demands on the Fund. 

This bursary fund is administered by the Life and Mission Agency (LMA) of The PCC , which has the right to grant or refuse requests according to the criteria stipulated below. 
Criteria for Accessing the Fund

The applicant will:


Either: 

· enroll in an accredited continuing education program with a focus on worship and liturgical concerns or a postgraduate program in liturgical studies.  The program must be offered by an accredited theological institution recognized as consistent with reformed worship.
OR 
· commit to a personal study and research program in worship or liturgy resulting in the development and publication of a paper or a presentation of an outstanding essay on a specified subject .
Expectations after Receiving the Grant
· Within four weeks after the conclusion of the project, or, in the case of longer projects, after one year, a description and photographs must be sent to Canadian Ministries/The Vine.  This enables your story to be shared with the rest of the denomination.

· We ask that your church or organization’s contact information be made available so that other Presbyterian Church in Canada groups may benefit from your experience.
