Background Information
The Avondbloem Experimental Fund makes grants to individuals or groups within The Presbyterian Church in Canada, or to projects recommended by them, to support experimental projects which will help to spread the message of Jesus Christ and further the Kingdom of God.

The projects are to be practical and innovative in nature.  They are to be self-contained, and will normally be completed within a two year period.  Projects may involve investigation, study, training, or special work.  It is understood that such study, training, or research should have the potential for application within The Presbyterian Church in Canada, and that results will be made available to the Church.
Guidelines

1. Answers must be typed and legible.  Please provide answers on a separate sheet if necessary.

2. Funds are not normally granted to cover wages or salaries incurred for the project.
3. The Life and Mission Agency, administering the Fund, may, after consultation with the project holder, terminate its support of a project:

(a) because of an unreasonable extension of the time factor;
(b) because of failure to implement the Project as submitted in this application;
(c) because of failure to report as agreed upon in this application;
(d) because of the project taking new directions which appear to be contrary to the declared faith and policies of The Presbyterian Church in Canada.

4. An extract of the Presbytery minutes (or of the appropriate agency or committee of the General Assembly), noting approval, must accompany this application form before any consideration of a project will be given by the Life and Mission Agency.

5. Projects that are approved for funding from The Avondbloem Experimental Fund are invited to submit digital photos of their project, accompanied by a comment of not more than 150 words, for posting on the website of The Avondbloem Experimental Fund. The Project Administrator is responsible for ensuring signed consent is obtained from the parents of children under the age of 18 appearing in any photos of the project. The signed consent must be included with the photo submission. Photos posted (and for what duration of time) shall be at the discretion of the Life and Mission Agency.

6.  Reporting:

(a) An interim progress report is required at the end of the first year (if the project is designed for two years).

(b) A final narrative and financial report and an evaluation of the project shall be submitted within three months of the project’s completion.

7. This application form must be accompanied by an Extract Minute from the presbytery within whose bounds the applicant dwells, confirming its support of the project.  Without this document the project cannot be considered.

8. If a grant is approved, notification will be sent to the local presbytery requesting their “gentle oversight” of the project, on behalf of the Avondbloem Experimental Fund.

9. Interim and final reports submitted to the Avondbloem Experimental Fund c/o the Life and Mission Agency should normally not exceed two pages.
10. For applications to be considered they should be received by the Administrator by March 1st or October 1st  of each year.
