Resources for Remembrance Sunday 2010
The Book of Common Order (1994) of the Church of Scotland provides full orders of service for congregations wishing to conduct a formal Act of Remembrance in the context of public worship.  It also provides lectionary-related Scripture readings for each of years A, B, and C, together with appropriate Scripture Sentences and Collect, or ‘Prayer of the Day.’  Some resources may also be found on the website of the Royal Canadian Legion.
The following resources for Remembrance Sunday 2010 are based on the Year C readings recommended in the Church of Scotland Book of Common Order (1994), which are: Micah 4:1-8; Psalm 9:9-20; 2 Thessalonians 2:13-3:5; Luke 1:68-79.

Appropriate readings from Living Faith include section 8.5 “World Peace”, used alone or in conjunction with section 8.4 “Justice”
Appropriate hymns include “For the Healing of the Nations” (Book of Praise #736) and “O Day of Peace that Dimly Shines” (Book of Praise #732).
