What  could  you  put  in  your  bowls  that  would   look  
l ike  gold…and  frankincense  (a  perfumed  resin  from  the  Boswellia  tree)  
…and  myrrh  (a  bitter,  red‐brown  resin  from  the  Commiphora  tree)?  
Use  your  imagination!  Find  something   in  your  kitchen  or  bedroom  that  
might   look   like  the  gifts  the  wise  men  brought.  
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
