The 10th WCC Assembly will be held in Busan, Korea in October 2013, under the theme of “God of Life, Lead us to Justice and Peace”.  The Assembly is the WCC’s highest governing body and it meets every 7 to 8 years.
Assembly Delegate

The Presbyterian Church in Canada is allowed to send one Assembly Delegate based upon our size.  The Rev. Carol Wood, co-convenor of the Ecumenical and Interfaith Relations Committee, will be our church’s Assembly Delegate.  Carol is a university chaplain serving the McMaster University community in Hamilton, Ontario.
Additional Delegates

The WCC is inviting member churches to suggest people who may be considered as Additional Delegates.  The additional delegates are appointed by the WCC “to strengthen the Assembly with expertise and to redress imbalances.  The Central Committee of the WCC is particularly interested in considering individuals who are women, young people under 30 years of age, persons with disabilities, Indigenous Persons, lay persons; and also people with expertise in theology, economy, ecology, international affairs, etc.”
The Ecumenical and Interfaith Relations Committee is seeking suggestions from presbyteries for the Additional Delegates category.  The committee is also inviting individuals to apply for this category.  Please find attached an application form for either the presbytery’s suggestion or for an individual’s application.  It is also available on the churches website, www.presbyterian.ca/wcc-korea.  Applications must be submitted to the General Assembly Office by February 15, 2012.
The WCC will make the final selection of Additional Delegates.  
Advisors to Delegates

The third category of delegates is for either the ecumenical officer or those whose portfolio focuses on ecumenism.  The Rev. Stephen Kendall, Principal Clerk, will be attending the Assembly as he is our church’s ecumenical officer.
Stewards

The WCC’s Stewards are young people who serve at governing body meetings.  Presbyteries are also encouraged to consider young people under the age of 30 years who may wish to be a steward at the 10th Assembly.  Information about stewards of the Assembly will be sent at a later date.
