He checks the quality 

of the Hakka draft translations verse by verse in relation to the original Hebrew Bible, then helps the 

translation team to correct and finalize the translation so that the BST can publish a clear and accurate 

Bible for Hakka churches in Taiwan. The New Testament, Psalms and Proverbs are now complete!  

Let us pray for Paul and the translation team as they work to make the remaining books of the Old
