and board to sit.)

Leader: Children and youth, do you promise to take a full part in
learning…in helping…and in worship in this congregation?
Please stand and say, “I do.” (Invite children and youth to

sit.)

Leader: Do you, the members of this congregation promise to be a
Leading with Care congregation, ensuring that our ministry
and buildings will be places of safety for all, particularly
children, youth and vulnerable adults. Please respond by
saying, “I do.”

We
thank you for the enthusiasm, commitment and joy of
these, your people, gathered together. As we work and
serve together, may we keep the mind and presence of
Christ before us as a guide and helper.
