Deposit: 

Please include a $50 deposit with your application. This deposit will go against the overall cost of the trip. In the event that we are unable to accept you for the tour, the deposit will be refunded. If you decide to pull out of the application process for reasons deemed invalid, the deposit will not be refunded.
International Trips:

International trips participants are required to cover the entire cost indicated for each trip.  This will cover accommodation, food, flights, local transportation, health insurance coverage, travel VISAs and any orientation prior to the trip. These costs also include a minimal contribution to the work of our partner organizations that you will be visiting. Any fundraising that your group does above and beyond this for PWS&D and Presbyterians Sharing will be greatly appreciated. 

Note: Costs associated with shots and vaccinations are not included in the cost of the trip.
